EFA doesn’t have any reporting obligations 
for protected sites.

The national parks are under jurisdiction of 
Ministry of environment and water.

- Control the development and 
implementation of the forestry plans;

- Create and maintain an information 
system for the forest territories and the 
activities in them;

- Competent body of implementation of 
Regulation (EC) 995/2010 
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When information about violation, crime and 
corruption in the forests is received, The Center 
112 informs Office 112 in EFA, or the police. The 
telephone numbers of our duty employees in 
Regional forestry directorates are available and the 
experts organize the checks.

Annually in my department are processing more 
than 400 correspondences, associated with signals 
from citizens and NGOs concerning illegal activities.

Individual signals are received in the Regional 
forestry directorates.
